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Argemone Papaveraceae 

Argemone is for some authorities derived from Greek argemon (cataract, white spot of the eye) 
or argos (slothful, lazy) and is a Greek name for a poppy-like plant, and for others it is a 
Latin plant name. 

Plants in this genus were once supposed to be able to cure cataract. 
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
