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Polypodium interjectum

INTERMEDIATE POLYPODY is a semi-evergreen fern. Native to western Europe it has 

green fronds. 
It is also known as Clach-raineach Mheadhanach (Scots Gaelic), Dansk stensöta (Swedish), 

Oladič přehlížený (Czech), Sadič (Slovak), Storbladet Engelsød (Danish), and Western 
polypody. 

Interjectum is derived from Latin intericio (between, among) meaning ‘in between, 
intermediate in form’. 

Intermediate polypody is a parent of several ornamental ferns. 
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
