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Ranunculus Ranunculaceae
Ranunculus is derived from Latin rana (frog) with reference to the plants’ similar moist habitat,
and is a classical Latin name.
The sap in the species in this genus is potentially poisonous for humans and animals.
In the language of flowers species are said to be a symbol of ‘you are radiant with charms’.
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
